Nurseries Plan Scrapped

Campaigners are
celebratmg after plans
to stop using four
specialist nurseries for
pre-school children in
Leicestershire, including
one in Burbage, were
dropped following a
consultation.

Leicestershire County
Council said it received
“significant” feedback
from parents, carers,
professionals and
residents.

The survey received over
2,500 responses, mainly
expressing concerns, as
well as a 2,000-signature petition against plans
to stop using Sketchley Hill Menphys Nursery
School and Wigston Menphys Nursery School as
well as Lift Beacon in Loughborough and Oasis
Retreat in Melton Mowbray.

Sketchley Governor Emma Beddard said:
“We are delighted with the result and that
the council have realised the value of these
specialist nursery schools.

“We want to thank everyone for supporting us
and completing the consultation.”

Council leader, Dan Harrison, said he had
listened carefully to people’s views.

He said: “I'd like to thank everyone who took
the time to tell us how you felt. Let me be

clear — we heard the outpouring of concern
loud and clear. I can confirm that following the
conclusion of the consultation, the Director

of Children and Family Services, following
discussion with the Cabinet Lead Member, has
decided not to proceed with the proposals so
Cabinet will no longer be considering them at
its next meeting in March.

“It’s hard not to be moved by the powerful
feedback received. The views of the Full
Council were also made clear last week, that

a very clear majority of elected members are
against these proposals.

“These young children desperately need our
support. Our intention was not to cause worry
but the first-hand accounts I've heard and read
have left me in no doubt that halting plans is
the right thing to do.

“We’ve listened to the responses and acted
accordingly and that’s the power of effective
consultation.”

Bright Biodiversity Future
for Burbage Common

Burbage Common and
Woods will continue to be
looked after and improved
for at least the next 30
years following a landmark
agreement.

Parts of the popular nature
site will be established as

a Biodiversity Net Gain
(BNG) habitat bank after an
agreement with Hinckley and
Bosworth Borough Council.

This will improve biodiversity
and generate income to

help towards the costs of
providing sustainable habitat
improvements there as well as

other countryside sites for at
least 30 years.

The additional revenue will also help Burbage
Common and Woods cope with increasing visitor
pressures.

BNG is a legal requirement that means when
developers build something, they must leave
nature better off than it was before. This is like
a savings account, but instead of money it stores
‘biodiversity units’ created by improving nature.
Developers who can’t achieve their required
BNG on their own land can buy these units from
landowners who are on the BNG sites register.

ClIr Lynda Hodgkins, Executive Member for
Parks and Open Spaces, said: “We are securing

the future of Burbage Common and ensuring
that it can flourish for at least the next three
decades.”

The next step is to formally partner with a
responsible body and agree a conservation
covenant, which will set out the improvement
works and how progress will be independently
monitored over the coming decades.

Caroline Roffey, Assistant Director for
Streetscene Services at the Borough Council,
said: “This covenant is really important. It

sets the expectations for the next 30 years and
ensures that an independent body will regularly
check our progress so we can demonstrate the
10% boost in biodiversity we’ve committed to.”

New Laws to Protect Livestock
from Dog Attacks Welcomed

Leicestershire sheep farmers have
welcomed new laws to better protect
farm animals from dog attacks and
hopes it will help educate irresponsible
dog owners.

The Dogs (Protection of Livestock)
(Amendment) Act 2025 will give farmers
clearer and stronger legal protections
against livestock worrying.

Police will have new powers under the act,
including being able to seize and detain a
dog and take DNA samples from it.

The National Sheep Association said worrying
by dogs remained a blight on the industry.

Its survey of farmers in 2025, external found that
87% of sheep farmers had experienced a dog
attack on their flock in the past year.

One Leicestershire farmer said: “Every morning
I come and check the sheep. I come over the hill
and there is just something in the back of my
mind - are they going to be alright?

“I’ve had three dog attacks in the last year - two
in the spring where three lambs were killed each
time.”

It has been an offence to allow a dog to worry
livestock since 1953, but the Department for
Environment, Food and Rural Affairs said the

legislation had not kept pace with changes in the
countryside.

The new law came into effect on 18 March

in England and Wales and is designed to
clampdown on cases of livestock worrying, give
farmers greater confidence incidents will be
investigated properly and hold irresponsible dog
owners to account.

Camelids, such as llamas and alpacas, will

also now be protected by the new legislation.

A clearer distinction is also made between
worrying farm animals and attacking them, to
reflect the severity of the offence.

Leicestershire Police said it had received reports

of 21 livestock attacks across Leicestershire and
Rutland in 2025.

Pugmarine Gonquers

Watery Gate

During recent months of heavy and persistent
rainfall drivers were often warned, quite
rightly, about the dangers of taking their cars
through flooded areas, particularly places like
Thurlaston’s Watery Gate.

Charlie, aged 30, bought a metal pipe which
is attached to the engine and welded onto the
outside of the car, with the end above the roof
line.

The pipe moves the car’s air intake above water
so that the engine isn’t filled with water.

Charlie, a scrapyard owner, now uses the car for
off-roading, exploring, and green laning - where
motorists take their vehicles on unsurfaced
roads.

The experienced mechanic has urged others

not to try to emulate his behaviour, saying he is
familiar with the stretch of water where he made
the attempt and had calculated the risks while
